Re: Welsh Government changes to the wearing of face Coverings in schools

You may be aware that on Monday evening of this week a Ministerial Announcement was
made regarding actions to mitigate against a new Covid 19 variant. The statement
announced that all staff and learners in Secondary phase should now wear face coverings,

including in classrooms, where physical distancing cannot be maintained.

This is a temporary, precautionary measure that will be in place for the remaining weeks of
term at which point the position will be reviewed by Welsh Government.
